Information and Criteria

The Northumbria Sport Foundation provides funding to groups and organisations from the North East of England* to enable them to provide sporting opportunities. 
Awards are available up to a maximum of £2000.
Applications for funding cannot be made to cover salary or utility costs.

Applications for funding can be made for equipment, kit, facility use, coach education, training, or other requirements which will support the Northumbria Sport Foundation’s aims.
The Northumbria Sport Foundation supports activities and events that meet one or more of the following criteria:

· Has a positive impact upon the community. This can be achieved through: 
· Improving physical wellbeing, 
· Improving mental wellbeing, 
· Supporting individual development, 
· Creating social and community development, and/or 
· Creating economic development. 
· Provides sporting opportunities for underrepresented and/or disadvantaged groups.
· Visibly acknowledges and promotes the support of the Northumbria Sport Foundation.
· Benefits Northumbria University by providing sport and student development opportunities (e.g. a voluntary/internship position).
The Northumbria Sport Foundation will prioritise applications that focus on benefiting one of the following groups:

· Young People (Under 25)

· Older People (Over 55)

· People with long-term ill health

· Disabled people

· Homeless people and people from low-socio economic groups

· Current and ex-offenders

· The LGBT Community

· NEET and unemployed adults

· The BME Community

· Refugees & Asylum Seekers

Organisations that are eligible:

· Sport clubs affiliated to a NGB
· Community group with its own constitution 
· Charity or Non-profit organisation

· School or College
· A private company or business
Application and Award Process

Applicants should fully complete the application form and submit it to Sport Engagement Manager, David Jones, on d.r.jones@northumbria.ac.uk. Please provide as much detail as possible as a decision can only be made on the information that is provided in the application form.
Once received, your application will be considered for eligibility by the manager of the Northumbria Sport Foundation. 
A funding panel made up of Northumbria Sport Foundation Directors, the Northumbria Sport Foundation Manager, and an independent member will then consider eligible applications against the funding criteria.
You will be notified of the outcome of each stage and, if successful, the funding amount granted. You will then be sent a service level agreement to sign and return ahead of being awarded your grant. 

Monitoring & Evaluation
To measure the impact that Northumbria Sport Foundation funding has, you will be required to record and provide the Northumbria Sport Foundation with participation information from your project. You will also be required to support the collection of participant feedback, and compile a short case study following the conclusion of your project.
