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Club Development Fund
Information and Criteria

If you are part of the Northumbria Sport community either as sport volunteer, intern or sport club member you can apply to our Club Development Fund, which provides funding towards nationally recognised sports coaching and leadership qualifications, conferences, master classes or a club support package to help increase participation and engagement within your sport club.
To be eligible for an award you must:

· Be a current Northumbria University student registered on a programme of study for the academic year 2021-22 & 2022-2023
· Available during 2022-23 to support coaching activity within your clubs training, development or social sport activity for a minimum of 90minutes per week per semester 
· Be actively engaged in either sport volunteering through the Northumbria Sport Leadership programme or an active member of a Student Sport Club 
· Demonstrate how the funding will have a long-term impact upon the development and sustainability of your sport, club and your own personal career aspirations 
· Submit your application form at least 1 month prior to the start date of the course.
Funding Criteria:
BRONZE Leadership Bursary: 
· Funding up to £100
· Must provide 5 voluntary hours

SILVER Leadership Bursary: 

· Funding up to £200

· Must provide 10 voluntary hours

GOLD Leadership Bursary: 

· Funding up to £300

· Must provide 15 voluntary hours
Application and Award Process

You will be required to provide Northumbria Sport staff members with the relevant information in order to book your place on the course. Failure to do this will result in the University asking you to reimburse for the full cost of the course.
Students can submit one application to the Club Development Fund. 

Each Club Development Fund application will be reviewed with an outcome response within two weeks.

· You must be registered on the Northumbria Sport Leadership Programme and active as a volunteer, intern, club committee member or sport club member
· You may be awarded up to a maximum of £300 of the total cost of the course

· Applications to the Leadership Bursary are open on the 1st – the last day at 12 noon of each month 
· No applications to the Club Development Fund will be considered after the 30 June 2022
· Communication will be sent to you via email with a decision and relevant information no later than 1 week after your application is reviewed
· All applications will be objectively scored against the criteria outlined in the application form

· You must agree to attend a review meeting with a member of the panel after completing your course, or reply to an email for feedback from the Northumbria Sport Team 
· Northumbria University requires the right to ask for a refund if they feel the criteria has not been met
